Book Review

Book Review from the District COM

The  Unofficial  United Methodist Handbook

Written by E. Belton Joyner, Jr, a United Methodist pastor and visiting lecturer at Duke Divinity School, this handbook is a tongue-in-cheek resource for youth, adults, students, families and all those interested in learning about life in the United Methodist Church. “Tongue in cheek”, however, doesn’t mean that the book is not to be taken seriously or isn’t a read that can build one’s faith.

What captivated me was its engaging style and timeless truths about life in the unique faith community of United Methodists.  For example: What to bring to a church potluck (by region); How to stay alert in church; How to respond when someone sits in your pew; How to memorize a Bible verse; How to identify a genuine miracle.   As one who takes myself – and church – too seriously sometimes, Belton’s healthy dose of humor is just what I need more often than I dare to admit.

In addition, however, the author includes succinct biblical and historical truths, especially as they relate to United Methodism.  For example: the unique history of the United Methodist Church, Wesley’s Quadrilateral, the five biggest misconceptions about the Bible; Facts about life in New Testament times; How to share your faith with someone; How to forgive someone; How to avoid gossip.  And there’s Bible stuff: How to memorize a Bible verse; The Top Ten Bible heroes and heroines; the three most rebellious things Jesus did, the seven funniest Bible stories; the five grossest Bible stories; and the four weirdest laws in the Old Testament. 

There are also interesting maps and diagrams such as Noah’s Ark, Solomon’s Temple, ‘the Holy Land in Old and New Testament Times, The Armor of God, and the Passion and Crucifixion.  All this is only a small preview of this 240-page book.  In addition the book is 5 by 7 inches and green, which makes it look like a Scout handbook!  But even better, for my pastor colleagues, there is one for you – The Unofficial United Methodist Handbook For Pastors, which is brown.  Written also by Joyner, it includes such topics as: Ten things you should never say in worship, five common wedding faux pas and how to avoid them, and how to avoid getting triangulated.  But, I guess that book is for another review.
