Book Review

"More Blessed to Give"

by John H. MacNaughton

Our Thursday morning Bible Study Group uses "The Upper Room" as our curriculum.  For each Wednesday's reading, there are discussion questions at the back.


In the September-October 2011 Upper Room, the reading for Wednesday, September 7 is entitled "Church Offering", and the discussion questions are on page 72.  I had to pause when I read question number 4, "Make a list of how God has been faithful to you and another list of how you have been faithful to God.  How do the lists compare to each other?"


I was reminded how important this question is, and how much better our lives would be if we took the time, now and then, to make those lists and think prayerfully about our response.  We often express our gratitude in prayer, and that is good, but we also need to express our gratitude to God in action.  How we live our lives needs to reflect our beliefs and our gratitude.  


The topic of Church offering took me to one of my favorite books "More Blessed to Give", by John MacNaughton.  The basic concept of the book is that stewardship is a spiritual, not a financial issue.  We give to the church not just to pay the bills.  We give to express our gratitude to God for all God has done and is doing for us!


There is a quote in the book I find very helpful.  It is anonymous.  I don't know who said it; I wish I did, I'd like to thank her.  She said, "Putting God first in my pocketbook helps me put God first in other areas of my life.  There are so many things in my life I have no control over.  How and where I spend my money is one of the few areas in which I have some control."


My friends, consider your check in the offering plate on Sunday mornings as a "Thank You Card" to God.  John Wesley said it this way, "Make all you can.  Save all you can.  Give all you can."
